The Deep End — Gift of love

We meet Jesus today in a situation of need. The crowds have followed him
and they are hungry. Jesus challenges his disciples to provide a meal for
them. When they object that they don't have enough money, and only a tiny
amount of food, Jesus uses what they have to pull off a remarkable feat
(and feast).

For us, this Gospel might bring to mind the situation of migrants and asy-
lum-seekers who experience hunger and hardship today. We are left in no
doubt about our obligation to protect and care for those in need, just as
Jesus provided for the hungry crowds. This feeding account also has the
elements of a Eucharistic meal, with Jesus taking the food, giving thanks,
and distributing it to everyone. Jesus doesn't produce this meal from noth-
ing, but transforms what ‘r%e disciples provide into a blessing for many.

Sharing in Eucharist means sharing our resources. It means ensuring peo-
ple are not left to fend for themselves in crisis situations. When we receive
the body of Jesus, it is a gift of love. But if we do not give and love in re-
turn, we are wasting the gift. Where people are in need, it is our responsibil-
ity, as followers of Jesus, to share and to provide. God will provide beyond
our imagining, no matter how little we think we have to give, but we are invit-
ed to take the first step.

'If there is hunger anywhere in the world, then our celebration of the Eu-
charist is somehow incomplete everywhere in the world... We cannot properly
receive the Bread of Life unless at the same time we give the bread of life
to those in need wherever and whoever they may be.' (Pedro Arrupe SJ)

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Pope Francis has established a World Day for Grandparents
and the Elderly on Sunday 25 July 2021 on the theme 'T am
with you always' (Mt 28:20).

Bishop Denis Nulty, chair of the Bishops' Council for Mar-
riage and the Family has welcomed Pope Francis’ World Day
for Grandparents and the Elderly, as a timely reminder for
the whole Church to be close to all the elderly and grand-
parents at this time of pandemic.

Bishop Nulty said, "There have been so many unsung heroes
and heroines during the pandemic - grandparents and el-
ders, including our older priests and religious - all who are
to be applauded for how they have coped with the challeng-
es and uncertainty brought about by the Covid-19 pandem-
ic. As asociety we have learned a lot from their stoicism
and pragmatism in the face of so many challenges.

"Throughout his papacy Pope Francis has reminded us to
value the many gifts of grandparents and the elderly. In
his theme chosen for this inaugural year I am with you al-
ways, the Holy Father is highlighting that promise of close-
ness that generations share with each other. Not only are
our young people called to be present in the lives of older
people, but so too grandparents and elders have a mission to
encourage young people on their faith journey. Our little
domestic cKur‘ches are always enriched by the inclusion of
grandparents and elders.
