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The Emmaus story is one of the best-crafted in the Gospel tradition.
Luke brings together many important themes: Jerusalem as the place
where God's plan will be accomplished; the disciples’ journey from
bewilderment to faith; the fulfilment of scripture; the elements of the
early preaching; the presence of Jesus today in the Eucharist.

The more important location in the story is Jerusalem: the Easter mystery is not yet
completed, so the disciples are walking away from the place of salvation. They cannot
make sense of the apparent disaster which has befallen them because they can only see
one side of the story: they have the facts about Jesus, but cannot see how this could

be part of God's plan as they do not understand the Hebrew scriptures. The risen Jesus
explains the events against the background of the Law and the Prophets, not by individual
texts but taking those writings as a whole. When they persuade him to stay with them, he
breaks bread, which for Luke is the characteristic way of referring to the Eucharist: their
eyes are opened, they recognise him but he vanishes. They return to Jerusalem where the
final act of the Paschal mystery will unfold with the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost:
they receive the official testimony to the resurrection: the Lord has risen and has appeared
to Simon. ®
