CROSS OF SUFFERING 

This lent we are creating a cross of Suffering as a   
reminder  that as a parish we stand beside and pray for 

each other in our struggles. 
If you would like to have someone prayed for, please 
write their first name on the card provided beside the 

cross in St. Nicholas' church and place in the box. (Cards 
will also be available in St. Munchin's college chapel). 

These cards will then be placed on the Cross of Suffering. 
They will be burned in the Easter fire. 

PRIESTS’ INCOME: 
 
 Payment of Priests Salaries explained. 

 Each of the three priests receive a salary of €29,508 pa. 

 That is a total of €88,524 annually. 

 Our living expenses, cars and their running costs and our 
health insurance are paid by ourselves from this salary. 

 50% of this is paid by St. Mary’s and 50% by St. Nicholas. 

 Thus, the amount needed to be raised by St. Mary’s is 
€44,262. 

 This money is raised by the DUES collection which is 
taken up 3 times a year. Christmas, Easter and Autumn. 

 

When combined with the Dues income from St. Mary's we are 

only meeting half the salaries needed.  That means we can-

not pay even two priests, never mind three.  So, I just wanted 

to put the facts before you.
