The Deep End — 'Ephphatha’

This Sunday is the First Sunday of the Season of Creation, a
global ecumenical season which runs from 1 September until the
Feast of St Francis of Assisi, 4 October. All Christians are invited
to embrace this season in prayer, especially in our liturgies, in deep
reflection, in living more sustainably and in raising our voices in the
Eublic sphere. We are invited fo think more deeply about what is

appening at present to the earth, the environmental destruction
which now threatens our world and the call to ‘eco-conversion'. The
theme for this year's Season is 'Restoring Our Common Home'. It
offers all of us a unique opportunity to renew our vocation to care
more deeply God's creation.

In today's Gospel Jesus heals a man who was deaf and who
had a speech impediment. Jesus says to him, 'Ephphatha,” which
means Be Opened. Immediately this man was healed. There are many
issues in our world to which we might be deaf or are 'closed’ to,
sometimes because they overwhelm us. The environmental crises are
an example. Pope Francis invites us in Laudato Si', his letter on the
environment, to really hear and listen to the earth, which is crying
out to us, to the scientific community who are sounding the alarm
bells, to young people who are deeply concerned.

The Season of Creation or Creation Time, is marked throughout the Christian
world from 1 September to 4 October (Feast of Saint Francis of Assisi) and
celebrates the joy of creation as well as encouraging awareness-raising initia-
tives to protect the natural environment.

Restoring Our Common Home The theme for the Season of Creation 2021 is
‘Restoring Our Common Home'. During this season we are asked to join together
to celebrate creation and protect our common home through prayer, reflection
and action.

The global Christian family is called to awaken to the urgent need to heal our
relationships with creation and with each other and to encourage our parish
communities to do the same, “for we know that things can change!” (Laudato Si',
13).

This year we celebrate this season mindful of the fact that our world continues
to deal with the Covid-19 pandemic as well as a devastating climate and biodiver-
sity crisis. We look towards two UN Conferences in the Autumn, COP15 (on Bio-
diversity, due to take place in China) and COP24 (on climate change, Glasgow) in
the hope that world leaders take the urgent action that is needed to Restore
Our Common Home. Catholics are urged fo sign the "Healthy Planet Healthy Peo-
ple" petition as a key action for this year's Season of Creation.

We are living on the edge of huge historical change. Our common home, indeed
our only home—this planet—is under threat. Our lifestyles, and the economies
which support them are contributing significantly to climate change, and to the
crisis it is causing: the many wildfires raging in ‘r\{lese days, the melting of the
polar caps, the rise of sea levels, the loss of biodiversity, and the deE etion of
the soil on which life depends. The future of life on this earth, which God cre-
ated and which “he saw was good"” (Genesis 1:21, 25), hangs in the balance. Hu-
mans are unequivocally driving global warming. It is beyond doubt that climate
change is being caused by what we have done—and continue to do—in upsetting
nature's equilibrium and balance.

What we need to realise is that, over the coming decades, the issues currently
arising from climate change will impact far more on us than those from the coro-
navirus pandemic. Indeed, the havoc of the pandemic will pale when compared to
that of climate change.
